Best use advice
* Forefront T should only be used on established grassland fields grazed by cattle or sheep.
* Grazing by cattle or sheep can resume 7 days after treatment or when the foliage of any poisonous weeds has died and
become unpalatable.
* Applications to silage, hay and haylage fields should only be made after the final cut has been taken.
* Treated grass must not be cut for silage, hay or haylage in the calendar year of treatment.
* Silage, hay and haylage produced from the treated area in the following calendar year must stay on farm and manure from
animals fed on this must stay on farm and be spread only onto agricultural grassland.
* For optimum control apply 2-3 weeks after cutting provided there is sufficient regrowth.
* Single application of 2.0 L/ha is recommended.
* The label prohibits the use of Forefront T via hand-held equipment.
* DO NOT mix with phenoxy herbicides — this may compromise translocation of Forefront T to the roots.
* Clover can be stitched in 4 months after application. Grass seed can be drilled 1 month after application.
* Forefront T contains aminopyralid which carries restrictions on use of manure and following crops.
* Manure produced from animals fed from grass treated with Forefront T must stay on farm and should only be spread onto
agricultural grassland.
* Potatoes, sugar beet, fodder beet, vegetables, beans and other legumes can be planted in the second calendar year
following Forefront T treatment.
* For optimum control, Forefront T should be applied to actively growing weeds at the appropriate growth stage:
